TyneMet League Social Media Policy
Introduction

This policy is for new & existing users, followers, players, coaches & officials. It outlines the expectations and guidelines for social media conduct related to the TyneMet League.
General Guidelines for All Followers

1. Respectful Communication: All comments, posts, and messages should be respectful. Harassment, bullying, and hate speech will not be tolerated.
2. Appropriate Content: Avoid posting any content that is offensive, inappropriate, or irrelevant to the sport. This includes, but is not limited to, obscene language, explicit images, or derogatory remarks.
3. Constructive Criticism: While feedback is welcomed, social media is not the place for criticism. The league has a complaints feedback service in place for any issues or feedback.
4. Privacy: Do not share personal information about players, coaches, officials, or other followers without their consent. This includes photos, addresses, phone numbers, and other personal details.
5. Compliance with Platform Rules: Adhere to the terms of service and community guidelines of each social media platform used.
Guidelines for Clubs, Their Members & followers
1. Followers: All followers who attend match events or follow a club within the TyneMet League must be registered via the TyneMet League website.
2. Positive Representation: Clubs should ensure that their official social media accounts represent the TyneMet League positively. This includes promoting sportsmanship, fair play, and respect for all participants.
3. Official Statements: Only designated individuals should make official statements on behalf of the club. Personal opinions should be clearly distinguished from official club positions.
4. Game Conduct: Comments on game results, referee decisions, and player performances should be fair and respectful. Avoid inflammatory or biased statements that could incite discord or bring the game into disrepute.
5. Conflict Resolution: Address any disputes or grievances through official league channels rather than airing them publicly on social media.
6. Promotion of Events: Use social media to promote games, events, and other activities in a positive manner. Highlight achievements and milestones of players and teams. 

Enforcement

3. Reporting Violations: Followers and club members are encouraged to report any violations of this policy to the league administration.
4. Consequences: Violations of this policy may result in actions such as removal of offensive content, temporary or permanent bans from social media pages, suspension of players or clubs, or other disciplinary measures as deemed appropriate by the league administration.
